YGEP-N1 seeks international students with Japanese Language Proficiency Test (JLPT) N1 level of Japanese
by “Standard Admission” and “Pre-arrival Admission”. The students will study the standard curriculum with
Japanese students in Japanese. YGEP-N2 seeks international students with JLPT N2 level of Japanese living
abroad by Pre-arrival Admission. The students will study Japanese language and culture intensively during the
first year and study their specialized areas with Japanese students in Japanese from the second year onwards.
In either case, students are NOT required to take the JLPT prior to their application.

For those wishing to study solely in English, YNU offers a special program YOKOHAMA Creative-City Studies

1.2 Qualifications for Application (For April 2017 Admissions)
Non-Japanese citizens who meet the following basic qualifications and requirements are eligible.

Basic Qualifications
Applicants must fulfill one of the following criteria:

1) Those who have finished or are expected to finish 12 years of school education in countries other than
Japan by March 31, 2017, or those who have been recognized as equivalent to the above by the Japanese
Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology.

2) Those who have been designated by the Japanese Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and
Technology: those who have an International Baccalaureate qualification, an Abitur from Germany, or a
Baccalaureate qualification from France and who have or will have reached the age of 18 by March 31, 2017.

Note: “12-year curriculum in an education institution abroad” refers to schools whose geographical location is
outside Japan, which in principle are officially recognized in the country’s education system, and which confer to
graduates the eligibility to apply to universities. Applicants from schools such as international schools or American
schools (except those who satisfy Basic Qualification 2)) should consult with us at an early stage as the confirmation
of their eligibility status may take time.

Applicants must meet requirements 1), 2) and 3)

1) Those who have or will have a visa with which admission to the university would not be in violation of the
Immigration Control and Refugee Recognition Act.

2) Those who have taken the Examination for Japanese University Admission for International Students in
either June or November 2016 and who meet other requirements designated by the college concerned.
(See the Examination for Japanese University Admission for International Students (EJU) Chart
below.)

3) Those who have taken the TOEFL or TOEIC or IELTS as required by the college concerned and who meet
the English requirements designated by the college concerned. (See the EJU Chart below.)

If applying for “Pre-arrival Admission”, applicants must meet the following two requirements as well as the

designated requirements 1), 2) and 3) above.

1) Those who have taken the Examination for Japanese University Admission for International Students in
either June or November 2016 outside Japan.

2) Those whose place of residence is outside Japan.

Notes:

1. Non-Japanese students who have or will have graduated from a Japanese high school, middle school, or
other educational institution in Japan will be treated as general applicants, and are NOT eligible.

However, applicants can apply if they meet basic qualification 2).

2. Those applying for the College of Economics or Business Administration must choose one from Standard
EP and GEEP at the time of application.

3. Those applying for the College of Engineering Science must choose one Educational Program at the time
of application.

4. To obtain a college student visa, applicants must have a solid financial footing to maintain their student life.

2.2 Application Qualifications
Non-Japanese citizens who meet one of the following requirements are eligible.

A. Master’s course

1) Those who have graduated or are expected to graduate from a Japanese university before they wish to
commence enrollment.

2) Those who have finished 16 years of education in countries other than Japan or who are expected to finish
before they wish to commence enroliment.

3) Those who have been recognized by the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology
of Japan as having achieved a level of education equivalent to that provided by a Japanese university.
(Contact the appropriate graduate school for details.)

4) Those who have been recognized by the graduate school concerned in an independent screening process
as having equivalent or superior academic ability to university graduates, and become 22 years old or older
before they wish to commence enroliment.

B. Doctoral course

1) Those who have obtained a master’s degree from a Japanese graduate school or who are expected to
receive a master’'s degree before they wish to commence enroliment.

2) Those who have a degree equivalent to a master's degree from countries other than Japan or who are
expected to receive such a degree before they wish to commence enroliment.

3) Those who have been recognized by the graduate school concerned in an independent screening process
as having achieved a level of education equivalent or superior to that obtained by earning a master’s degree
and who become 24 years old or older before they wish to commence enrollment.

The applicant must submit the following documents to the dean of the graduate school in which he or she wishes
to study.

Applicants may also need to submit
supplemental materials by regular mail, depending on each program’s requirements.

4 RESEARCH STUDENT ADMISSIONS

The below is a brief introduction on the selection process of research students at YNU. Those who wish to
study on a specific subject may be admitted as a research student after a special examination. The time of
admission is April and October, and the period of enroliment is up to one year or until the end of a fiscal year
(hence six months or one year). Students may apply for an extension if there are special circumstances. The
period of enrollment cannot exceed two years. No degree is granted. In principle, applicants are selected based
on the submitted documents.

Note: The International Admissions Office recommends those who graduated from universities
outside Japan enroll as research students for six months or one year prior to their graduate
studies. Research students can prepare for the entrance examinations of the graduate schools
under the supervision of their academic advisors, improve their Japanese language
proficiencies at the International Student Center and make themselves accustomed to their new
lives in Japan. For details, please find a suitable academic advisor and consult with him/her.

4.1 Application Qualifications

A. Undergraduate (Pre-Master) College Research Student

Applicants who graduated or are expected to graduate from a university and obtained or expected to obtain a
bachelor degree before they wish to enter a course are eligible.

B. Graduate School (Post-Master and Post-Doctoral) Research Student
Applicants who have obtained a master’s or doctoral degree from a graduate school or are expected to receive
a master’s or doctoral degree before they wish to enter a course.

4.2 Application Procedure

Application Documents

Applicants must submit the following documents to the dean of the appropriate college.
1) Prescribed application form.

2) Degree certificate from the last school attended.

3) Academic transcript from the last school attended.

4) Description of the research plan the applicant wishes to pursue.

5) Copy of the certificate of residence or copy of passport.

6) Any other documents required by the college or graduate school concerned.
